STaDTEBAULICHES KOLLOQUIM AT TU DORTMUND

Last Tuesday, the 24™ of April, Karsten Buchholz spoke das Stidtebauliches Kolloguim (colloguium on urban design) at the Technical University of
Dortmund, on behalf of West 8. He attended the session on Metropolitan Landscapes where he held a lecture on 'Second Nature'. He contributed to
the discussion on the influence of industrialisation in landscape practices.

It also raises the urgency to reconsider the
strategy for the agglomeration in the Ruhr. These lecture series will highlight potential future development strategies for the Ruhr in context to other
European Cities and Regions.
